in observance of the provisions of 8 270 para 1a UGB we hereby state that we as well as
the partners of our firm are professionally and financially independent of voestalpine AG
and its affiliates. No grounds for exclusion due to bias or disqualification exist.

During the period April 1, 2013 to March 31, 2014, Grant Thornton Unitreu GmbH
Wirtschaftsprufungs- und Steuerberatungsgesellschaft billed a total of € 1,187,900.00
(net of VAT) in connection with auditing services for voestalpine AG and its affiliated
entities. In addition Grant Thornton Unitreu GmbH Wirtschaftsprufungs- und
Steuerberatungsgesellschaft billed € 16,600.00 (net of VAT) in connection with services
regarding residual asset audits (spin-offs for incorporation) and a residual asset audit
including an audit for formation (spin-off for new formation). Relative to the overall
revenues of our firm, these amounts are below the statutory thresholds set forth in § 271
UGB and in § 271a UGB respectively. No contractual agreements with respect to the
long-term performance of such services exist.
